En 

concreto, se contextualizará el papel de este pilar en perspectiva histórica y en 

el marco de la agenda 2030, y se estudiarán en detalle los ODS correspondientes 

al pilar social: el ODS 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 7, 11 y 16. También se reflexionará sobre las 

interacciones entre los diferentes ODS, tanto dentro del pilar social como con los 

pilares económico y ambiental.
