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OBJETIVOS DEL CURSO

La globalizaciéon ha supuesto cambios rdpidos y profundos en las realidades
econdémicas y en el funcionamiento de la economia global, con implicaciones que van
mucho mds alld de los aspectos econdmicos, empresariales o financieros, para alcanzar
a las dimensiones sociales y politicas. Los mecanismos de gobernanza global tienen por
delante el reto de articular una gestion efectiva de los cambios en las dimensiones
econdmicas de la globalizacién, reconfigurando las relaciones entre mercados y
poderes publicos.

Esta asignatura tiene por objeto analizar los mecanismos de gobernanza global de la
economia internacional contempordnea desde una perspectiva pluridisciplinaria que
incluye elementos propios de la economia politica internacional, de las ciencias
politicas y la economia internacional. Para ello pone el foco tanto en las organizaciones
internacionales como en las instituciones y autoridades publicas que juegan un papel
central en la determinacién de las normas y la gestion de los diferentes aspectos ligados
a la economia internacional (producciéon, deuda, comercio internacional, politica
monetaria, politica fiscal, etc.).
